Messenger reporter Leah informed me by telephone
that the government has announced it is delaying
the purchase of the land proposed for the future
Seaford to Aldinga rail corridor due to budgetary
restraints.

This in itself is understandable, after all we really
must give things like fancy foot bridges to
refurbished ovals priority over vital transport
facilities to southern residents!

The other piece of news she had was even more
alarming however. She alleges the government has
also announced that the next section of Aldinga will
also be made available for housing development.

If this is as | take it to be, the How Road, Quinliven
Road, Aldinga Beach Road, South Road block, on
which the Sporting complex, Galilee and CFS
station currently take up corners is to be open for
subdivision without the land having been put aside
for a future transport corridor.

Where will the future rail line and station go if it is all
houses?

This is completely contrary to undertakings the
members of the Southern Community Coalition had
in negotiations with the Urban Land Trust and
Minister some years back when the land first
became part of the urban boundary.

I have not yet had government verification of this but
dread to think it could be so.
